Attendance

Since summer school is taken on a voluntary basis, and courses are concentrated, attendance is very important.  One day of absence is equivalent to 6 days in the regular school year.  Students must have their parents call the Jr. High office (548-3202) in the morning and notify the secretary the day they are absent.  Do not call the attendance office at the High School and leave a message on 828 as it is closed during the summer.  If no call is received, the absence is unexcused and the work missed cannot be made up.  Any absence exceeding two must be accompanied by a doctor’s statement verifying the illness or the student may be withdrawn from summer school with no credit and no refund.  Three tardies will be treated as one day of absence.

The courses offered during each session are pending sufficient enrollment.  All prior school fees and obligations must be taken care of before you can enroll in summer school.  Please do not enroll in a session if you plan on attending a camp or going on vacation.


 Checks need to be turned in with the application for the entire amount of the course. 





Summer School Guidelines


Students MUST HAVE a home computer with internet access as well as an email address.


If you drive to school, the school is not responsible for your car and contents should something happen.


Attendance will be taken daily.  Students arriving late must sign in the main office at the Jr. High.  


Dress code will be per board policy.


Credit will not be issued for students with outstanding obligations.


Smoking or possession of any tobacco product is not permitted on school grounds.  Violations may result in removal from summer school with no refund and no credit.


The teacher will regulate class breaks.
