Progress Book

Canvas


Students have been working hard and becoming more comfortable each day incorporating Canvas into our learning.  Ask your child to show you his/her Canvas app and give you a “tour” of this virtual part of our classroom.  Please note that if students are absent and able, they should get on Canvas to begin work for the day to prevent getting behind.





Reading


During reading instruction, students are focusing on determining the theme of a story.  New vocabulary words are introduced from the stories.





Writing


Students are working on how to write a friendly letter.  They will learn why you would write a letter and its parts.  They will also be starting to write opinion essays in response to an article and prompt.  After practicing writing both yes and no responses with support, students will write their won opinion piece independently.





Word Work


Students’ individual spelling lists focus on Orton-Gillingham phonic concepts and red words (high frequency words).  Spelling lists are given on Monday, activities to practice are incorporated throughout the week, and tests are on Friday.  Grammar skills are also practiced daily using Mountain Language.
